steer clear of our nation’s inter-
states. While convenient, these

roads usually aren’t as scenic, exciting, or in
many cases, as romantic as the older sec-
ondary roads that crisscross our country. For
some riders, an interstate highway is truly a
road of last resort.

The Interstate Highway System as we
know it was actually established by Presi-
dent Eisenhower in 1956. It was designed as
a means to efficiently ferry people, goods
and equipment from one end of the country
to the other. Even though each state owns,
controls and maintains the interstate high-
way within its borders, the forerunner of the
Federal Highway Administration developed
the standards for numerically designating
interstate highways and posting regulatory
and informational signs.

Knowing the meaning of these signs can
be very useful when traveling one of these
well-beaten paths, as when unanticipated
situations arise, or you are lost or disori-
ented. For those unfamiliar with the basic
system, the following is a brief summary:

1. Interstate Route Numbers. A red,
white and blue shield incorporating a one-
or two-digit number identifies a national
interstate route. Routes with odd numbers
run north and south, whereas even num-
bered highways run east and west. Num-
bering begins in the west for north-south
routes and increases as you travel east (I-5
in the west to I-95 in the east), and starts in
the south for east-west routes heading north
(I-10 in the south to I-94 in the north).

2. Connecting Route Numbers. A red,
white and blue shield with a three-digit
number identifies roads where major inter-
state highways come together. If the first
number is an even number (I-495), the high-

way partially or fully encircles a metro-
politan area. These roads are commonly
referred to as “beltways” or “loops,” and
the interstate is connected at both ends. If
the first number is odd (I-395), it is often
called a “spur,” and directly connects the
interstate to a city. For example, I-495 is
the infamous beltway in Virginia and Mary-
land that surrounds Washington, DC.
Whereas I-395 links I-95/I-495 at the south-
ern end of the city in Virginia, directly to
Washington, DC.

3. Interstate Exit Numbers. States typ-
ically use one of two methods of numbering
interstate exits inside their borders. Some
use consecutive numbers beginning in the
west or south with exit numbers increasing
as you travel east or north. Some use the
milepost or mile marker numbering system,
where the exit numbers are tied to the mile
marker. These exit numbers also start in the
west or south, but are much more traveler-
friendly. If, for example, your destination
is near Exit 55 and you just passed Exit
16, you know you have another 39 miles
to go.

4. Traffic Signs. Traffic signs convey
information through their color, meaning,
shape and placement. Generally speaking,
there are five types of traffic signs: Regula-
tory (stop, speed limit, do not enter, etc.),
Warning (railroad crossing, narrow bridge,
hill or grade, etc.), Marker (Interstate and

U.S. route numbers, junctions, etc.), Guide
& Informational (expressway, construction,
destination, distance, etc.), and lastly,
Recreational and Cultural Interest signs
(traveler/recreation accommodations, etc.).

5. Lane Markings. White lines separate
traffic traveling in the same direction and
mark the right edge of roadways and ramps.
Yellow lines, whether solid or dashed, sep-
arate traffic traveling in opposite directions
as well as mark the left edge of divided
highways and ramps.

Although the map legend is always the
last word, maps generally designate inter-
state highways with a color shield and a
solid line that is often red or blue. Two- and
three-lane U.S. Highways are distinguished
by black and white shields, and can be
shown with either a solid line, indicating an
undivided road, or a parallel line that iden-
tifies a divided highway. Secondary roads
are identified by black and white round
or square road signs and shown as narrow
gray lines. Black or red diamonds, hash
marks or dots found at intersections are dis-
tance markers. The number in the middle
of these markers represents the distance
from one intersection to the next. This infor-
mation is indispensable when the fuel light
comes on, you are on an interstate highway
with consecutive exit numbers and you
want to know exactly how far you are away
from the next gas station.

Knowing how to read and understand the
significance of highway signs will definitely
help you safely navigate the maze of roads
where we work and play.
